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Among the linguistic approaches to humor, the General Theory of Verbal Humor (GTVH) has achieved prominence as an encompassing and formalized approach. In this workshop we will look at its development as a theory in Raskin (1985) and its expansion in Attardo and Raskin (1991). The emphasis will be on introducing recent approaches to further develop the theory (Attardo, Hempelmann, and Di Maio 2003), focusing on its usefulness for humor researchers, providing models for applying the GTVH, and, most importantly, getting our hands dirty on some sample analyses.
